By selecting
the concerned it guides them to
next step of choosing the lan-
guage, class, subject where it
shows the QR code. By scanning
the QR code available in anypar-
ticular lesson, the user can get
detailed information on that
topicinvisual format. With that
teachers can be better equipped
by having more videos, PDF files
and interactive content which
they candisplay to students in a
classroom as additional teaching
aides. This will also be useful for
teachers as reference material
which they can exhibit to stu-
