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WITH THOUSANDS of new chil-
dren joining Delhi government
schools on Monday, the academic
year commenced for the 2019-
2020session in which a number
of initiatives willbe launched.

The total number of students
enrolled ingovemment schoolsin
the previous academic yearwas
14,93,742. New admissions will
continue to take place, with the
process yet to be completed in
Rajkiya Pratibha Vikas Vidyalayas
and Schools of Excellence, and
with students awaiting their
board examination results.

The primary changes which
have been lined up for the year
are the introduction of the new
entrepreneurship curriculum
and modifications in the happi-
nesscurriculum thatwas started

The entrepreneurship cur-
riculum was launched as a pilot
projectfor classesIX,X and Xilin
24 schools on Monday and is
scheduled to be rolled outin all
government schools for classes
IX to XIl in July. With the stated
aim of “developing entrepre-
neurial mindset”, 40 minutes of
each school day will be dedi-
cated to these classes and stu-
dents will be provided Rs 1,000
as“seed money” to experiment.

The happiness curriculum is
also up for modification, with the
creation of new teaching hand-
books currently in the works.
Prior tothis, the curriculum was
dividedinto four levels - nursery
to ClassII; II-IV; V-VI;and VII-VIIL
Now, workisongoing to develop
separate teaching programmes
of different levels for each class
between nursery and class VIIL.

According to a senior official
inthe SCERT involved in the cur-

the process has slowed due to
the upcoming Lok Sabha elec-
tions and will be launched in
July.
Also scheduled to begin in
Julyare“Constitutionclasses” for
classes VI-XIl in all Delhi schools.

“Constitutional values” during
one class each week.

Apartfrom this,another ma-
jor incentive in the academic
year will be the introduction of
monetary rewards for goodaca-
demic performance, with anew
scheme promising Rs 2,500 for
students of classes VItoXllwho
perform well in the exams.

Also planned is the opening
of “Ambedkar Pathshalas" —
centresfor freeafter-classreme-
dial teaching — in 100 govern-
ment schools, in a tie-up be-
