also talks about the probable
ways teachers develop a cultu-
reof integrity and includesex-
cerpts from write ups and arti-
cles by well-known thinkers,
such as the American psycho-
logist, author, columnist and
youth development expert Ma-
rilyn Price-Mitcheland.

It will discuss infusing in-
tegrity into the classroom cul-
ture, developing a moral voca-
bulary, a sense of responsibili-
ty, respect, falrness, trustwort-
hiness and honesty The
teachers will be taught to in-
corporate the teachings of
these flve values into the curri-
culum and help students
usethe vocabulary todiscuss a
variety of historical toples

and current events.
Teachers will also be

taught to respondappropriate-

Iy in cases of cheating.
“While teachers cannot

flect on toples related to Integri-
ty moral development, and
other attitudes that help them
develop positive work habits
and respectul relationships,”
added the statement.

Through this manual, the
teachers will be able to help
students belleve in themselves
and stand up for principles in
which they have high degrees
of self-efficacy.

“The objective 1S to create
an environment in which exis-
ting practices and policles can
be  critically examined
and students can be sensitl-
sed. The board hopes to make
this a crosscutting theme
across all disciplines,” added
the statement.
