
Shift from nearly closing to No admission situation 

MPPS Chandurthi- Rajanna Sircilla Dist. Telangana 
In the last academic year 2018-19, there were 32 students in the MPPS Chandurthi. After the final exams 9 students were of 
5th class who moved to High school for 6th class. The school is left out with 23 students and it would be difficult to manage the 
school as 2 teachers out of 4 would be sent on deputation to other schools because of low strength. 

 Realizing the situation, the school HM and teachers decided to work out on increasing the enrollment thus avoiding the 
situation of school closure. The school met with the community, village head, and public representatives to discuss about this 
situation and discussed on strategies and ideas to save the school and to assure parents of better /quality education. 

Soon with the help of village heads and community, we formed a committee and pooled resourses from various sources like 
funds, donations from NRIs, Public representatives and started to paint the school, TV for digital classes, purified Drinking 
water facility and the way leading to the school was repaired. 

In May 2019, the committee for saving the school went on door to door campaign in the village creating awareness about 
Education, explaining the facilities available, the qualifications of the teachers, success stories of Alumni students and benefits 
that were being given by the Government. They were assured of overall development of their children including teaching in 
English Medium. This campaign went on for 45 days moving to each and every corner of the village meeting parents and 
community at very possible place.  

This hard work of the committee for 45 days resulted in increasing the enrollment to 300 from 23 students and it continued to 
increase but we had to keep “No Admission“ notice as there were no extra classrooms to accommodate the increasing 
strength. We are very grateful to all the people who supported us in achieving this and we would work hard to keep up to the 
expectations of the parents. 
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
