
 

 

 

 

INNOVATION  : ORGANISING SUMMER LIBRARY FOR SCHOOL CHILDREN  
    DURING HOLIDAYS TO IMPROVE READING HABIT AMONG  
    STUDENTS 

COMMUNITY THAT : The population is about 2500 and it consists of ST., SC., and BC, 
SCHOOL CATERS TO   communities.  Though village is located in plane area more than 70  
    tribal families live in this village and from which 6 families belonging to  
    Primitive Tribal Group KOLAM who are migrated from forest area for  
    their livelihood. 

HOW INNOVATION  : Developed reading habit among the children during holidays and 
IMPACTS THE SCHOOL?  Interest in reading other than text books and also organizing skills,   
    Leadership qualities.  This activity also has impact on improved regular  
    study habit in home. 
 

INTRODUCTION 

 Teachers in our school believe that language plays key role in learning and language skills 
reading and writing can be acquired through extensive reading only.  Considering this fact school has 
given utmost importance for inculcating reading habit in students by strengthening library activities. 
Thus Library period was organized weekly once for all classes by issuing books to the home. Book review 
sessions are also conducted to know whether they are reading library books or not at home, and also 
encouraged students to write the small stories in their own words.  By means of which recently ONE 
FULL PAGE STORIES AND KAVITHAS written by our students are published in NETI NIJAM daily news 
paper published from Hyderabad. 

 Summer holidays are more than 50 days for students.  During this period in rural areas children 
are not connected with books and also reading the books as there is no library facility.  Parents are also 
not aware of this.  In this context we thought that school has to take responsibility,  and one more issue 
about lacking of reading habit in children. There is necessity to inculcate reading habit in students. In 
turn it enhances language skills ie., reading and writing. To improve extensive reading habit and to 
utilise the holidays in a useful manner,  we thought that summer library will be helpful. 
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PROCESS FOLLOWED 

 In a staff meeting before summer vacation Head Master discussed with teachers on  continuing 
library activities in holidays.  We came to conclusion that Library activity shall be continued in holidays 
also by involving 8th cass passed students as Library incharge.  Four students are being  identified as 
library incharges for holidays.  Along with Library incharge P. Ramesh all other teachers agreed to 
monitor the library activity though it may be in holidays and also planned to convene meetings with 
library incharges and students separately. 

 A meeting was convened with the following 8th class passed students along with teachers. 

1. Kum. Chavardol Saipriya,  2. Kum. Geesa Tejasri,  3. Kum. Mora Anusha,  4. Kum. Burewar Akhila 

 We have briefed them how to organize library activity in holidays and also decided days for issue 
of books (every Wednesday and Saturday). They have been provided with 300 selected library books 
and a long note book to maintain the books issue details.  It is also convened a meeting with students of 
all classes and briefed and guided them in utilizing the library books in summer holidays. Our teachers 
motivated them to read books. 

  On last working day of the academic year 4 organizers issued books to students as per their 
interest from available books and instructed them to return the books on next Wednesday or Saturday 
and take new book from organizers in school premises from morning 8am to 10am.  Students 
habituated to come to school on every Wednesday or Saturday to return the book and to take a new 
book.  We monitored these proceedings in first week personally and then after monitored through 
phone.  School Management Committee Chairman M. Ashok is also cooperated with us in organizing 
summer library,  We requested him to visit school in morning hours of Wednesday and Saturday as he is 
already coming to school to protect and pour water  to plants.

 After reopening of schools library organizers collected books from students and handed over to 
us. We appreciated the Summer library organizers in the morning assembly.  Teachers felt very happy 
for organizing such an innovative activity and told me to  continue this in coming years also.  In future 
we will plan to open school library in summer holidays one hour in morning and one  hour in evening 
with allowing children to read library books and newspapers and also take books to home also.

 - utilizing the summer holidays in useful manner 
 - habituate reading other than text books 
 - improve extensive reading habit 
 - working in teams 
 - leading teams 
 - organize things successfully
